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Biografia

Diego Ferrari (Argentina, 1965) es un artista y fotografo con mas de 21 afios de experiencia en
exposiciones, residencias y conferencias sobre sus proyectos en todo el mundo. Su practica
cuestiona la relacién entre los valores sociales y los espacios publicos, con un interés particu-
lar en la relacion entre el cuerpo y su entorno, articulando modos de experiencias individuales
y colectivas y relaciones sociales.

Se traslado a Barcelona en 1975. Estudio Bellas Artes en la Escola Llotja y obtuvo una licen-
ciatura en Bellas Artes en Goldsmiths, Universidad de Londres, en 1991y un master en arte y
arquitectura en la Universidad de Kent en 1994. Reside en el Reino Unido desde 1987 y es pro-
fesor titular de la licenciatura en fotografia de la Universidad de Kingston de Londres. También
ha sido codirector del simposio internacional Urban Encounters en la Tate Britain.

En Barcelona es profesor del Master en Fotografia de Elisava y ha impartido clases en la Univer-
sidad Autonoma de Barcelona. Anteriormente, fue profesor en el programa del Master Metro-
polis en Arquitectura y Cultura Urbana, en el Centro de Cultura Contemporanea de Barcelona.
Ha expuesto en Art Public Calaf y en la Fundacio Espais d’Art Contemporani de Girona, y ha
realizado exposiciones individuales en la Feria Internacional de Arte Fotografico de Milan (MIA)
y en la de Berlin Liste.
