In his creations we can detect a rhizomatic logic; a form of intuitive growth that 
follows an almost bacterial pattern, where the inside melts with the outside, concentrating in 
itself impulses and emotions, flows and energies, memories and guts, that at every moment 
are changing, breathing, imagining…
